A motion was made by Councilor O’Hara and seconded by Councilor Stevens to set the 

salary range between $35,000 -$40,000 for the Civil Service Letters that will go out.

Supervisor Paul made a motion to form a committee including Councilor Stevens, herself 

and Nino Provvidenti, the Village Treasurer to interview the candidates.  This was 

seconded by Councilor Scanlon.   Councilor O’Hara stated that Tracie Barnes should be 

in on the interview process with Councilor Pollard agreeing.  Tracie Barnes suggested 

that Helen Stevens be asked to be in on the interview process.   The Board Members 

agreed and Supervisor Paul will talk to her about it. 

 

Supervisor Paul amended her motion that was seconded by Councilor Scanlon to form a 

committee to conduct interviews to include Councilor Stevens, Helen Stevens and 

Herself for the first round of interviews and call Tracie Barnes in for the second round of 

interviews.    Supervisor Paul will ask Nino Provvidenti, the Village Treasurer, for a list 

of questions.

Approve Change to Windstream – Park & Highway:  A motion was made by 

Councilor O’Hara and seconded by Councilor Scanlon to approve switching the Park and 

Highway Garage from Time Warner to Windstream.  At this time, the Town is paying 

Time Warner $90/month for a Park phone/IT line and $150/month for the Highway IT 

and two phone lines.  Windstream would charge $55/month for the Park and $70/month 

for the Highway.  The Town would save $115/month by switching over to Windstream.

Present 2013 MS4 Annual Report on Stormwater:  John Houser, Code Enforcement  

officer, stated that the 2013 MS4 Annual Report  is completed and will be put on the 

Town’s website. 

 

Scotch Hill Property:  John Houser, Code Enforcement Officer, gave a report on the 

house that burned down at 2490 Scotch Hill Road.  The demolition is completed and we 

are just waiting for the backfill to be completed.    John Houser will keep on top of this 

situation. 

 

Paper Mill Property:  John Houser, Code Enforcement Officer, is looking into 

temporary fencing to be put up around the area of the Paper Mill.  The retaining wall 

maybe built out in time.  The Building is another issue and is privately owned.

Town of Marcellus 

 

 WHEREAS, the Town of Marcellus currently requires residents to obtain a 

building permit for the installation of solar panel, pursuant to Section 21 of the Town of 

Marcellus Zoning Ordinance, and 

 

 WHEREAS, the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority  

(NYSERDA), New York Power Authority (NYPA) and CUNY’s NY Solar Smart 

Program is providing incentives to  municipalities to adopt a New York State Unified 

Solar Permit for all solar installations in New York State, and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Town of Marcellus would also like to promote the streamlining 

of the application process for solar Photo-Voltaic panel installations and receive the 

$2,500 premium for small communities to adopt the New York State Unified Solar 

Permit and procedures. 

 

 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Town of Marcellus hereby 

approves and adopts the New York State Unified Solar Panel Application which is 

attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit “A”; and 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of Marcellus Code Enforcement 

Office is hereby directed to use said Unified Application in issuance of Building Permits 

for Solar Panel Installations. 

 

 AND IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the fee for the permit will be $40.00.

Joe Durand – TDK DEC Spill:  Ground Water Work Plan and Swale Work Plan: 

Joe Durand, Engineer from TDK Engineering, spoke about the DEC Spill.  He suggests 

that the Town do some research to determine what other factors may have contributed to 

the contaminated ground water.  A motion was made by Councilor Stevens and seconded 

by Councilor Pollard to the Swale Remediation Program Draft of Probable Costs.  The 

costs will break down as follows:  Engineering $7,500; Excavation Contractor $6,500 – 

this will be done by the Highway Department; Analytical Program $2,800; Contaminated 

Soil Disposal $8,500 - $45,000 for total projected fees of $18,800 - $55,300.
