OLD BUSINESS
Town Hall:  Councilor Hoey stated that the pamphlets will be ready by next Tuesday (June 23, 2020) at the latest.  He has email about 100 people and asked all the board to reach out by email anyone that they can.
Recreation:  Sandy Elsey stated that she does not have to file all of the paperwork with the County for the following camps, Golf Camp, Tennis, Art and Soccer, so those are the four camps that will be offered this summer.    She also stated that the bathrooms by the Welcome Center are now open.   There is still the social distancing and no more than 25 at a gathering.
Phil Coccia, Recreation Director, stated that he is thinking after about opening the Welcome Center after July 6, 2020.  If a family would like to have a gathering (no more than 25) they could use just the Welcome Center.  
Phil also stated that the playground is being sanitized as well as the bathrooms attached to the Welcome Center.   The other pavilions are bathrooms will not be opened up until we hear from the County or State.

Budget Transfer – Lori Petrocci:  Councilor Sayre made a motion seconded by Councilor Stevens to approve the following budget transfers that were requested by Lori Petrocci.  This request is due to the number of unemployment claims she is receiving.
