Sandy Taylor, Town Clerk, has been in contact with Pro Shred regarding shredding during the  

Trash Days.  They will contact her as soon as they get the okay from Corporate that they can 



begin having Shred Days again.  These two items will be on the agenda for the March 3, 2021 

meeting. 

 

Comprehensive Plan – Contract:  Councilor Sayre made a motion seconded by Councilor 

Stevens to authorize Supervisor Pollard to sign the contract with the County for the grant for the 

Comprehensive Plan.

NEW BUSINESS 

 

OCWA - Additional Hydrant Request:  Supervisor Pollard received a letter from (OCWA) 

Onondaga County Water Authority stating that they need to put in some hydrants along Falls 

Road.  OCWA will, at its own cost, install the hydrants.  For the hydrants to become permanent 

the town will need to approve and pay the annual hydrant maintenance rate of $74.50 per annum 

per hydrant.  Councilor Hoey made a motion seconded by Councilor Cusick to authorize 

Supervisor Pollard to sign the Agreement with OCWA regarding the new Hydrants along Falls 

Road.

Stormwater Update – John Houser:  John Houser, Codes Officer, gave an update on the 

Stormwater Coalition.   He had a meeting (via zoom) in February and will be giving the Board 

updates more regularly.  This summer he is going to have Deb Williams (Deputy Codes Officer) 

go with him to see how the inspections are done so that she can help out with that as well as the 

Fire inspections that she does.  John will continue to communicate with Don MacLachlan, 

Highway Superintendent, when the Highway needs to be involved.  John will also continue to do 

the Annual Report at the end of the year. 

 

Audit of Court Clerk’s Books:  Councilor Stevens made a motion seconded by Councilor 

Cusick to approve the Audit of the Court Clerk’s books.  Supervisor Pollard audited them and 

stated that everything is  accounted for right down to the penny.

Paper Mill:  The fence that is up in front of the old Paper Mill on North Street now belongs to 

the owner of the property.  The Town has nothing to do with it anymore.
